




Football Club Welcomes Old Collegians
Unless you’re one of our more youthful Alumni, you may not be aware that Emmaus College has a 
growing affiliation with an old collegians football club – Emmaus St Leos Old Collegians Football 
Club.

The club has a long history in our local 
area, having originated in 1971 as the 
Wattle Park Football Club playing in 
the Christian Young Men’s Society 
Football Association (CYMS). With 
the nearby St Leos College providing 
a rich vein of recruits, the club was 
renamed in 1978 to St Leos Wattle 
Park United Football and soon after 
began playing in the Eastern Suburban 
Churches Football Association (ESCFA) and dominating its highest division. 

In tandem with the club’s growth and the decline of the ESCFA, it moved to the Victorian Amateur 
Football Association (VAFA) in 1992, a competition often described as the best run competition in the 
country. Following the closure of St Leos College in 1994, the club again turned to the local community 
for support and found it through its affiliation with Emmaus College and relationship with Principal 
Tony Frizza. In 2004, the club was officially renamed Emmaus St Leos Old Collegians Football Club.

Current club President and player, Stephen Ronchi, said having only been officially affiliated with the 
College for a few short years, the club’s playing ranks were now almost entirely made up of past and 
present Emmaus College students and their friends.

“It’s no surprise that most successful clubs playing amateur football have a relationship with a strong 
secondary college in their area. Our link with Emmaus is a vitally important part of our future and as 
such, we welcome anyone from the College community, whether past or present, to come down and be 
involved,” Stephen said.

“Based at our home ground at Bennettswood Reserve, near Deakin University in Burwood, the club 
has Senior, Reserves and Club XVIII teams, as well as an Under 19 team in the VAFA which is full of 
Emmaus students and who continue to be a major source of our quality senior players,” he said.
 
With preparations and training well underway for the 2008 season, Stephen said the club had its sights 
firmly set on success in 2008.

“With our Senior team having had a taste of finals last year, there 
is a real sense of excitement at the Club this year and a feeling 
that we can take the next step.

“So on behalf of the Committee and everyone at the club, I’d like 
to offer an open invitation for all past students of Emmaus, St 
Thomas Moore and Chavoin to come down to the club, whether 
it be to play or support, and join us for a big year of football in 
2008.”

Stephen said new players are most welcome to join in training on Tuesday and Thursday nights at 
Bennettswood Reserve from 6pm.
